Instructions for:  Who Put the Roar in the Roaring Twenties?

1. The student will complete the presentation singularly or with one partner.

2. Presentation will be done in PowerPoint

a. It will not last longer than five minutes—that is not a lot of time, so do not be windy

b. Video and sound clips if used should be short

c. Use photos—it makes the presentation more visually pleasing

d. Do not use overly distracting clip art, animations, or fonts

3. The student will use at least 10 slides to show their figure

a. Opening slide will have Student’s names, and figures name

b. At least one slide showing basic information on figure:  birth/death, place of birth, where he/she became famous, what they are famous for.

c. At least one slide on major life accomplishments

d. At least one slide on controversies in their lives (give me the dirt or what makes them human)

e. At least one slide on their upbringing or family life or combination of the two

f. At least one slide telling the class why the figure is relevant to them personally and why the figure is relevant to American history

4. The student will have two class sessions in computer labs in which to finish project.  The student is responsible for finishing project on their own time if they miss class.  Pick a good partner.  If they do not show up, you are still responsible for giving presentation.

a. Save presentation on both students p-drive.  Just in case one of you misses the day for presentations.

5. Presentations will be made in front of the class.  Relax, it is easier than you think.

6. The teacher will give a quiz at the end of the presentations (not on your own).
